Meet the medical, physical, and academic requirements and high standards of
each academy.

Never been convicted of violating a state or federal statute.

2. You MUST contact the academy of your choice to request a pre-candidate
application. In order for our review board to consider your application for your
nomination, you need to have an open application file with that specific academy.

APPLICATION INFORMATION

Please note that my office will not accept a partial application. Your application must be
submitted in its entirety no later than October 2, 2026. If you submit a partial application, it will be
discarded, and you will be asked to submit a complete application. If you fail to submit a completed
application, you will be ineligible for a congressional nomination interview.

1. Form:

The completed application form needs to be sent to the Clermont district
office as soon as possible.
Be sure to include a current wallet-sized photo (2 %2” by 3 %,”).

2. Transcripts:

An official high school transcript, which includes your course listing, current
GPA, grades, and class rank, needs to be mailed to the Clermont district office
by your guidance counselor.

If you are enrolled in a college, university, or academy prep school, please ask
them to mail a current official transcript as well.

3. Entrance Examinations

You are required by the service academies and your committee to
participate in either the SAT or the ACT.

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e Our office MUST receive official test scores. Scores on transcripts do not
meet this requirement.

e Itis highly advisable to take the college entrance exams as often as possible.

4. Academic Recommendation:
e The Academic Recommendation Form must be completed and included in
your completed application packet.

5. Recommendation Forms:

e Three recommendation forms must be completed by people that know you
well (minister, coach, scoutmaster, teacher, or employer) and are not
members of your family. Be very selective in who you ask to complete your
recommendation forms.
